BEACH DRIVING TIPS

B You are required to decrease lire pressure
before entering the beach ORV driving corridor.
Tire pressure is critical for successiul oversand
driving. 15 p.s.i.is recommended. Friction may
cause pressure 1o increase while you drive,
making itnecessary 1o stop and reduce pressure
again. Your beginning tire pressure should not
exceed 18 p.s.i

B Always check tides before entering the off-
road corridor. Portions of the beach may be
impassable at high tide.

B If you fesl you are in danger of getfling
stuck, check your tire pressure and let alr cut if
necessary; try backing up in your tracks before
moving ahead.
